25 years. According to leader, Dr. Doug Davis of Cal State University Bakersfield, 
the name “initially related to the idea of a place all of us could come to express our 
creativity with the greatest amount of freedom.”

Ken Bausano, on trumpet, is a graduate of CSUB where he earned a Master’s De-
gree in Psychology. From his arrival at West High School, he has performed with 
numerous local and international artists including Ella Fitzgerald, Pete Christlieb, 
Lanny Morgan, and CSUB Jazz Jam guests such as Toshiko Akiyoshi, Gerald Wil-
son, Sammy Nestico. He is also the leader of Chesterfield King and the Sultans of 
Swing. 

Mike Raney, on saxophone, is a BHS graduate who completed his Bachelor’s De-
gree at Cal State Northridge, studying with L.A. vibraphonist, Charlie Shoemake. 
His solid bebop foundation has been on display in performances with Victor 
Feldman, Lew Tabackin, Matt Cattingub, and Freddie Hubbard. He joined “Sanc-
tuary” on his return to Bakersfield and has performed with numerous groups at 
the Bakersfield Jazz Festival. 

Doug Davis, on piano, graduated summa cum laude from the University of Tennes-
see, earning his doctorate in composition from Harvard University and coming to 
head the CSUB theory and jazz programs in 1982. His compositions have been 
recorded by jazz artists Chick Corea, Larry Coryell, and Bennie Wallace. He is the 
director of the Bakersfield Jazz Festival from its inception and is presently the chair-
man of the CSUB Music Department. 

James Dethlefson, on bass, is a Highland High School graduate and presently the 
music technician at CSUB. He has recorded with Kris Tiner, Jim Scully Group, 
Outside the Head, and Garden of Souls. His involvement with local theater led 
to the writing of incidental music for a number of Shakespeare productions. He is 
presently also playing with the Southside Chicago Seven.  

Ernie Cervantes, on drums, is a graduate of BHS and CSUB with degrees in both 
history and music. He has been the principal percussionist for the Bakersfield 
Symphony for more than two decades. Jazz artists he has performed with include 
Michael Brecker, Freddie Hubbard, Bobby Shew, and Bennie Wallace.
